      DO NOT switch on until all input and output
      connections are made.

3  Operation

a)  Turn the XM5 Integrated Amplifier 
   volume control to minimum.

b)  Press the power switch on the XM5 
   Integrated Amplifier. The LED power 
   indicator will light up. The XM5 
   Integrated Amplifier output relay 
   will activate after a short delay.

c)  Without playing any source, turn the 
   volume control knob slowly clockwise 
   to around 20%. You should only hear 
   a faint hiss.

d)  Press the select + or - 
   buttons for the desired 
   input source.
   

Sound should now be heard when the 
input source is played.

4  Remote Control

Functions for an Exposure CD

5  Extended Set-Up
Although the XM5 Integrated Amplifier is able to drive 
almost any speaker system, the best results will most likely 
be achieved with speakers rated at 8 ohms. While the 
XM5 Integrated Amplifier is compatible with most types of 
speaker cables, the type of cables used can influence 
the subjective performance of your system.

Please ask you Exposure dealer for advice on bi-amping, Please ask you Exposure dealer for advice on bi-amping, 
speaker cable compatibility and how to get the best from 
your XM5 Integrated Amplifier.

NOTE : The XM5 Integrated Amplifier is internally protected 
     against damage from short circuits. However, no 
     such protection is infallible, and damage may 
     occur if positive and negative speaker cables are 
          inadvertently connected together.

BI-AMPING OF SPEAKERS

Bi-amping of suitable speakers using a XM5 Integrated
Amplifier and an Exposure Power Amplifier provides a 
useful gain in subjective performance. The XM5 Integrated 
Amplifier is used to drive the treble units and the Power 
Amplifier is used to drive the bass units through the 
speakers’ split crossover with the joining links removed.speakers’ split crossover with the joining links removed.
